The heart healed itself by making a collateral artery and was told that the normal artery pumps about 60 beats a minute and my new one was pumping at 50 to 55 beats a minute and all was good. I am being scheduled for heart rehab through Garden City Hospital and have a return visit to the heart Doctor in 3months.
