As the next step my dermatologist recommended I see my primary care physician for a complete physical and contact an oncologist, which I did.  A PET Scan indicted the cancer had not spread, but  the recommended procedure called for thirty-two radiation therapy treatments which I completed October 3rd.  I have been in touch with Bill Suchner and Dave Ruetenik during this period.  While my condition does not begin to compare with what they have been through, I have had similar consequences from the radiation treatments. Dry mouth, my saliva glands no longer produce saliva, sore mouth and throat, hard to swallow, no appetite and no taste buds.  I also made two trips to the emergency room during the treatment with shortness of breath and chest pain.  A recent stress test indicated no change from one I had a year ago, except that I have developed a slight blockage for which he prescribed an increase in my aspirin intake. There have been a lot of people praying for me during my ordeal and I have faith that I am going to make a complete recovery. 

Outside of this experience, Doris and I are enjoying each other and our new “Top of the World” condo.  We bought season tickets for the many concerts that perform here and will be seeing "Celebration" a sing and dance group tonight, October 5th.  We are also active in and enjoying our Church.
