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From Kirk Trachsel & D’Anna Palomino:
Kirk is getting out a bit now and it would be a lot more often if it wasn't for ol' stick in the mud me. I just want to relax all the time! We are still doing about 10 medical appointments a week (averaging a minimum of 120 hours or more a month!) but that will be changing real soon. (I’m optimistic to say...) The wound on his left leg is very close to being healed over and even if they help it along with a skin graft, it will be very small and simple. He has more mobility in his hand too. The femoral artery bi-pass (lower extremity, not heart.) is the next step and with a three to five day recovery from that. Once his circulation is restored and his feeling comes back into his legs, the pain should subside. He should then be recovering in leaps and bounds. So we hope that the end of January will free me to work again (for a salary that is...) and Kirk will be able to start sitting up for extended periods of time and moving around unassisted. Then he will have to really start working out! I imagine that I'll have to be reining him in so he doesn't do to much too quick. (As if that's even possible.) For now though, we wish all of you a safe and happy New Year. The help we have received from you, our friends, family and also some of you we've never even met has no adequate possible thanks that we could express, not that can even come close to the gratitude we feel in our hearts. You have helped us to stay in our home and given us the chance to rise above this nightmare. We have been humbled by the compassion and love that has come to us and it's just totally blown us away! We will soon be able to attempt to start giving back to you all, the music world and life in general! Bless you all and see you next year!

From Blondie Forsyth: I would like to thank everyone for their prayers for my granddaughter, Jamie, before & during her double transplant surgery. I went to Texas for the Holidays & enjoyed my visit with her and the rest of the family. She took me to the Baylor Hospital Transplant ward where she was. I’m enclosing part of the hospital’s Christmas newsletter article wrote by her husband so you can read everything that happened to her;
“The biggest news was Jamie’s transplant surgery. Not only did she have a kidney transplant to aid her own kidney failure, but she also had a pancreas transplant. This means that she is no longer a diabetic. As a diabetic myself, I can’t imagine waking up without having to test my blood sugar or give myself insulin. It has to be an extremely unique experience for her. The best part is she has recovered rather well after a few scary moments. After the transplant, she was in and out of the hospital for low blood pressure and pancreatitis episodes. However, on September 4, she quit breathing and had to be revived by the fast acting and wonderful staff at Baylor Hospital of Dallas. Thanks to their quick action she suffered no brain damage or lasting effects. It was the scariest moment in my life and it certainly affected me during the following weeks of her recovery. Her stay in ICU lasted more than a week, in which she atrophied, losing more than 30 pounds and nearly all her muscle mass. She had to learn to walk all over again. Not until October was she released from the hospital, but then she was required to attend several doctor appointments and physical therapy sessions each week until late November. It was a trying time for all of us, but we are so thankful that she has recovered and her future looks bright.  As I mentioned, I took the whole situation hard as I had never been through something like this before. Luckily, my mother visited and stayed with me for an extended period to help me cope and give me hope. Not to mention, my work was extremely flexible to allow me to come and go as I needed to. Then end result was medication that has helped me level out and feel some relief. Of course, the best relief is having a healthy wife back at home! Organ donation is such a gift. Jamie has met so many people this year that will forever be thankful to their organ donor. We encourage each of you to think about making that same decision. Know that Jamie and I are both doing well and looking forward to 2008 and beyond. We are excited to see what the future holds and hope that it will include all of you!
