LU WAGNER REMEMBERED
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Lu Wagner. a TRI-V member since 1939, passed away on Friday  March 21, 2008.  Lu was 92 years young. He was cremated on March 26 and his ashes were sent to his daughter Wendy in Oakland, California to be scattered at Boc Tower in Florida and Burt Lake in Michigan at a later date. On March 7th Lu, who lived at the Oakbridge Nursing Center, fell in the elevator and hit his head knocking him unconscious.  When found he was rushed to the hospital emergency room and required an operation to relieve the blood that was forming on his brain.  After the surgery he suffered a stroke or seizure which left him paralyzed on his left side.  His daughters Nancy & Wendy and son Carey flew from Hawaii & California to be with him. He remained in a coma so the family decision was made to transfer him to the Good Shepard Hospice Center as his wish was not be kept alive on machines.  Lu remained at the hospice center until his death on March 21 where he passed quietly in his sleep.

Lu was a member of TRI-V for 69 years joining in September, 1939.  He loved TRI-V and it was a very important part of his life.  He was President for 3 terms (very few served more than 2 terms), Vice President for 3 terms, Treasurer and Secretary for 1 term each and Council for 16 terms.  What an accomplishment. In 1948 Lu was responsible for introducing the pantomime show to TRI-V after he saw it performed at a comedy Club and thought it would be a good thing for the guys in TRI-V.  It went over very well with the members and it also helped raise funds for the Club in the early years.

Lu joined many of the TRI-V activities such as baseball, golf, bowling (carrying an average of 170)

and card playing.  He was also an avid hockey fan and played the game many times. I met Lu in the early 1980’s when I became a member of TRI-V.  Lu was a great friend, mentor, and father-like

figure to me.  He was always there for me when I needed him.  He introduced me to the MultiLakes

Conservation Club which I am still an active member.  We went deer hunting together at my cottage in Farwell, Michigan along with Bill Suchner and a few other TRI-V guys who hunted with us over the years.  Lu loved being at deer camp with everyone.  He also enjoyed fishing at Burt Lake where his cottage was located.

After Lu retired from UniRoyal Tire, he joined SCORE which stands for Service Corps of Retired Executives. Thru this organization he volunteered many hours helping business people in their daily endeavors of running a small business.  He also volunteered at the Prison Correctional Services in Michigan and Florida.  He devoted many hours of his time to inmates who were to be released back into the mainstream of life.  He gave many seminars and many one on one sessions with inmates  to help  them get their life back on the right track.  He worked with the prison chaplains to help bring the inmates to the Lord.  This truly gave him pleasure.  In one of his letters to me he said “ I find the prison volunteer program very rewarding and enjoy seeing the inmates make a positive life change for the better.”  He was also involved with Angel Tree, an organization which collects gifts at Christmas time for children of inmates.  Lu truly cared about people and he would give you the shirt off his back if you needed it.  

Jan and I visited with Lu at Oakbridge in February.  We all enjoyed seeing each other again and he seemed to be in good health at that time.  We were so glad we took the time to be with him again and relive the days gone by. Lu was truly a great friend and he will be missed.
